Although not written by the apostles, the Apostle’s Creed primarily reflects the 
theological beliefs of the first century church. Written around A.D. 180 to refute 
the early church heretic Marcion, the Apostle’s Creed was amended on several 
occasions until reaching its present form in the 8th century. 
 
In the early church, candidates for membership in the church - having undergone 
a lengthy period of moral and doctrinal instruction – upon the occasion of their 
baptism were asked to state what they believe. They did so through the recitation 
of the Apostle’s Creed. Vestiges of this early practice are continued in our Book of 
Order requirement that the Apostle’s Creed be recited by the congregation at 
every baptism.
